Fhis cdecision was based on the
technoelogical stancard DVB-=-T for TV amnd
the resonant digital broadecasting (T=DAB)
for radlo.

Fhe Constitution off the Republic of Mezambigque
acknowledges the Rights, Duties and Freedoms oi
Speech and Infermation. These aspects are better
expressed in the RPress Law (Law 18/1991 of 10 ol
August), ‘which regulates the principles that
govern the press activity in Mezambigue, Including
the rules on hoew te establish private radios and
televisions and newspapers.

I'm Mozambigque, the FES@nant Dreacdcasting
operates I1n twe ways of transmission, namely, 1n
Mocdulated Amplitude (AM) and 111 NMoedulated
Frequency (FM). The Radio Mozambique (RIM) IS
the only operator which tiransmits 1n beth 1n AM
and FM, having alse transmitted In SNEOFEt WaVESs
(SVW) 1 the past. TThe other operators transmit 1n
IVl only.
